This year the program will run during school for approximately 30 minutes.  There will be an assembly about 2 weeks prior. 

Fundraising for the event can be set up on-line.  We would like to emphasize that we are raising money for the school, not individual prizes.  

Linda would like more ideas for the fall and would like to talk with the Walk-a-Thon committee.

PRINCIPAL’S REPORT – Michelle Azevedo:

Kidz-Art has been sponsored by PTA.  Do we want to have them back for next year?  It does conflict with A.C.C.E.S.S. but that should work out alright.

Uncle Vito’s Pizza is willing to help Patwin with a fundraiser.  They will give 15% of the entire bill (not just pizza but drinks also).  Michelle will confirm the particulars.

Budget - projections were worse with less to give to the teachers.  We may rely more heavily on the PTA in the next school year.

Walk-A-Thon was GREAT!  The cakewalk went well.  (Should we have a cakewalk at the welcome back picnic as well?)

Perhaps for next year's Walk-A-Thon we should try to advertise that you could attend without fundraising to get more people involved.

Patwin's English Learner program and the Math program are being looked at as a pilot.

We now have 3 full tech carts and they are being used.

Teacher Luncheons - this is a great way to get staff into the lunchroom.  It is a nice way to thank all of the teachers and very appreciated - thank you PTA for doing this throughout the year.

A.C.C.E.S.S. presented by Lynda Yancher

Access is a non-profit organization which the district has requested to run after school programs.  The fees go to pay for the directors, assistants and facilities fees.

This helps to create part-time jobs for UCD students.  The university has a program for math and language arts which their students help in Access.  There is usually an 8 students to 1 "teacher" ratio.

Parents also offer enrichment classes.  However, the main focus is on homework.  All activities and enrichments are after homework is done.

The program runs from after school (2:35, 3:05 or 1:30) until 6:00 pm.  This is approximately $230 per month for a 5 day a week program.  There are different rates based on a sliding scale along with drop in rates.

This is a recreation program.  They do not have a specific facility.  It can be moved around from MPR to library to classrooms depending on what is going on at the school and what is needed.

All directors and assistants are background checked (FBI, TB etc).

No child or family is turned away.  Access will work with everyone.

This program is coming to Patwin beginning this summer.

Farm-to-School Matching Grant:

PTA gives $500.00 for any kind of programs/items listed in the grant and Farm-to-School matches that with $500.00.  We would have $1,000 to use at Patwin for garden, farm etc type of program.
