PRINCIPAL’S REPORT – Michelle Azevedo:

The site council has approved the site plan.  There is a question of when to start having workshops which were approved by the school board in January.
The site council discussed calling people to issue a personal invitation to attend meetings.  This may help to give people an incentive to attend.

The Title I meeting went very well.  We had 30 – 35 people in attendance. There were mini-workshops at the meeting  the workshops were:

· Choosing level appropriate books

· E / L

· Math

This worked very well with the math workshop being very successful.

English Language Advisory Committee held its first meeting in November.  Only 2 families attended.  May ask teacher’s to call at least 2 families from their class and issue a personal invitation for the January meeting.
The teachers want to look at a new program that can interface with our existing program.  This is a grade book program called Teacher-Ease.  Parents can view grades and progress for their child.

School Marquee – this would help communicate information to the Patwin community.  

The Patwin website is officially open at djusd.k12.ca.us.  This will have forms, teacher links and district information.  There are still things that need to be added, it is not yet fully operational.

The PTA website and the Patwin School website are different.  The PTA website cannot have district information.

EMERSON:
Our Emerson liaison is not in attendance.  Discussed having Dr. Hammond speak at Patwin.  He may be willing to speak to Patwin per Michelle Azevedo.  She will look into this.
FUTURE WORKSHOPS:
Every other PTA meeting will be a workshop.  Discussion of ideas for future workshop followed.  It was agreed to have the first workshop in February.

· A motion to hold a workshop during every other PTA meeting was made and seconded.  There was no further discussion.  Having a workshop with every other PTA meeting was unanimously accepted. 
Holding a workshop the week prior to the start of school was discussed and agreed upon.  Leslie Blevins offered to organize the event for next year.
Cultural Day – having a spring social with a multi-cultural international theme.  Discussed having families bring a dish from their culture along with the recipe.  We could then put a cookbook together.  May be able to use as a fundraiser.

MARQUEE:

Terri Clarke presented examples of both permanent and portable marquees.  The cost and effectiveness of both were discussed.  It was agreed that we would need to fundraise for a large permanent marquee. The PTA will use $2,000 from budget as start up funds towards purchasing this.  In the interim we will purchase 2 portable marquees, one for the front of the school and one for the back/bike area for a total of $500.00.

· A motion to purchase two portable marquees for a total of $500.00 was made and seconded.  There was no further discussion.  The purchase of two portable marquees for a total of $500.00 was unanimously accepted. 
FUNDRAISING:
A “Beautification Fund” was discussed to help pay for the permanent marquee, garden supplies (flowers and plants), brick, tile or gravel patio in front of the office.  Future fundraising could work towards helping to “beautify” the school.
Back-to-School Boxes:  

These could be ordered and purchased at the end of the year for the next year.  When your child arrives on the first day they would have everything they need.  Parents would not have to wait for a list from the teacher and then go out and purchase items.  This would also help to eliminate purchasing unnecessary items that may get sent home.
Reusable bags with the Patwin logo could be sold at the student store.

Change to PTA meeting dates:
