PRINCIPAL’S REPORT – Michelle Azevedo:

The Climate District Supervisor attended the last Climate Committee meeting.  They had good ideas and questions regarding the achievement gap.
We will be painting the character education words on the walls of the school.
Yearbook – Lynda Garcia will no longer be with Patwin next year.  If no one volunteers for 2009-2010 we will not have a yearbook.

Library:
It takes $995 per year to maintain Patwin’s library.  They do not receive any funds from the school budget.  The PTA has been the sole contributors in years past.  Mrs. Azevedo will be researching this situation.  The PTA should not be the only contributors to the school library.
MATH NIGHT:

Math Night will be held February 19th in the MPR.  There will be math games, pizza and beverages.  The 6th graders will earn community service hours by helping out and running the math games.
After the initial introduction the teachers will go with the parents to discuss math.  The students will remain in the MPR to play the math games.

DR. HAMMOND VISIT:
On March 10th, Dr. Hammond will speak to Patwin.  He will have 45 minutes to give information and answer questions.  It would be a better use of his limited time to present him with questions prior to his visit.  We would limit the topics covered if it were opened up to question and answers.  Currently his topics will include the budget, grade configuration and possible school closures.

The Patwin Walk-A-Thon will be held March 28th from 9am – 12 noon.   There will be a kick-off assembly February 25th at 8:30 in the MPR.
The theme this year is “Walking with the Stars”.  There will be a T-Shirt design contest.
