· A motion to accept the August 22, 2008 Emergency Meeting Minutes was made and seconded.  There was no further discussion.  The August 22, 2008 Emergency Meeting Minutes were unanimously accepted. 
Website & Newsletter – Presented by Mary Hudson Kelley
Discussed email list.  She is working on a new subscriber list, should be completed by Sept. 17, 2008.

Has asked teacher to tell people to sign up for list serve on website.  Currently have approximately 400 on list serve but some may be duplicates.

MEASURE W ENDORSEMENT:

Measure W must be endorsed before PTA can have a representative speak.  Measure W will cost each homeowner $120.00 per year on property taxes.  This will enable the district to keep the current programs in our schools.  There is not guarantee this will save Emerson Jr. High from being closed.

· A motion to endorse Measure W was made and seconded.  There was no further discussion.  Measure W was endorsed by the Patwin PTA by unanimous vote. 
KIDZ ART: (see attached)
KidsArt was proposed as a PTA funded program.  This is an after school art program for grades K-3.

PATWIN PTA 08-09 SCHEDULE OF EVENTS: (see attached)
The 2008 / 2009 Patwin PTA Schedule of Events was presented.  

· A motion to accept the 2008 / 2009 Patwin PTA Schedule of Events was made and seconded.  There was no further discussion.  The 2008 / 2009 Patwin PTA Schedule of Events 
BUDGET – Presented by Allen Steeples (see attached):

We are currently ahead in PTA dues.  This is partially due to increase in dues amount.

The $8,500 expenditure for a Social Studies teacher’s assistant is reflected in this budget.

Currently have a $25,000 balance going into this year.

Bravo was decreased to $300.00.  The school (not PTA) has enough money in this year’s budget to help fund music and art per Michelle Azevedo.  

Nature Bowl should be added to the budget.

PTA has agreed to adjust the budget for various programs as needed.

Discussion of various budget items followed.

· A motion to accept the current 2008-2009 Patwin PTA Budget was made and seconded.  There was no further discussion.  The current 2008-2009 Patwin PTA Budget was unanimously accepted. 
The Teacher’s thanked the PTA for funding the Social Studies teacher’s assistant.  They were very grateful.
PRINCIPALS REPORT – presented by Patwin Principal, Michelle Azevedo

Language Arts Block – This is a targeted block which gives instruction to every student at the level they require.  It does not single out only certain levels but addresses all students at all levels.

We are adding one English Language and one Math specialists.  The math specialist will work directly with the kids and also help the teachers set up curriculum and address intervention.  Traditionally a specialist does not work directly with students, but the math specialist wants to do more hands on.

Climate Committee – Michelle Azevedo would like to involve more parents to make a better representative group for this committee.  

School Site Council – has 3 open positions.  Voting will take place at the fall social.  We currently have 1 candidate.  

Community Service – the 6th grade students will be responsible for at least 20 hours of community service this school year.  This can be done individually, in groups or with their class.  It can encompass almost anything done to help the community.  Many students may already be doing things.  Should not be a burden to the parent or student.  Terri Clarke is the liaison for this program.

School Gardens – it has been determined which gardens are district, PTA and classroom “owned”.  Terri Clarke has already done hours of work on the front office garden.  It looks wonderful.

Cupcake Sales – Some parents want healthier options.  Discussion followed.  This has been tabled to next month’s meeting.
Scholarships – There are currently 55 – 60 requests for fieldtrip scholarships, both partial and full.  There may be more requests. 

Ms. Azevedo thanked the 6th grade for the lunch they had provided for the teacher’s and staff.  It was appreciated.

FUNDRAISING – 
Different fundraising ideas were introduced and quickly discussed.  It was agreed to table this discussion for next month’s meeting.  Everyone was invited to bring in their fundraising ideas at that time.

MEASURE W – Presented by Judy Davis and Susan Lovenberg (see attached)

All PTA’s they have visited have been endorsing this measure.  This needs to pass to keeps things as is in the district.

Measure W is for programs for the entire district only.  This does not address Emerson Jr. High.

Discussion regarding Emerson Jr. High followed.

UNFUNDRAISER – presented by Ellen Shields
This is the 4th year Patwin has had the unfundraiser.  This took the place of the Innisbrook wrapping paper sale.  All monies go directly to Patwin instead of the 50% of sales from Innisbrook.

There will be a collating party Friday Sept. 18th in the morning.  

Ellen asked what should go into the letter regarding where the donations will be spent.  Some ideas were the new Social Studies teacher’s assistant, a shade structure for the playground or benches to take the place of the bike racks for shade, improvements to the playground, overhead projectors, DVD/VCR players for each classroom.
This event will launch next week.

There was a discussion among the attendees regarding ideas on how to increase parent volunteerism.  How to get those that do not already volunteer to help.

A suggestion was made to have a classroom phone tree to get pertinent information out to everyone.  It was also suggested to make sure the teacher’s received information for their newsletters as parents were more apt to read the classroom newsletter on a regular basis.
